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Hiroshima University Graduate School Taoyaka Program for Creating a Flexible, Enduring, Peaceful Society 
Memorandum related to Internship
The Taoyaka Program for Leading Graduate School of Hiroshima University, creating a peaceful, co-existing society (the “Taoyaka Program”)　and XXXX (“Party B”) confirm the following, regarding the internship program whereby Party B accepts the Taoyaka Program’s graduate student.
Article 1. Purpose

The purpose of the internship is for Party B to accept the Taoyaka Program’s graduate student, and for the graduate student to undertake practical training in connection with Party B’s business through the internship.
Article 2. Program Details 

Party B shall decide, and the Taoyaka Program shall confirm, the details of the internship program (the “Internship Program”) and the training destination. 
Article 3. Understanding of Situation During Internship Program

Party B shall report to the Taoyaka Program, upon request, the details of the Internship Program and the status of its progress. 

Article 4. Responsibility for Costs related to Internship Program

Party B shall cover the costs accompanying the work that Party B orders the graduate student to perform during the Program.  These costs are the costs arising for the work in relation to the business activities, business trips, and the like.
Article 5. Disaster During Internship Program and related to Work

In addition to damages, which arise during the graduate student’s Internship Program term and when the graduate student commutes to work, being covered by the Personal Accident Insurance for Students Pursuing Education and Research  and Liability Insurance coupled therewith, which the graduate student enrolls into, the Taoyaka Program and Party B shall resolve any problem in good faith.
Article 6. Taoyaka Program’s Position  
When the graduate student undertakes the Internship Program at Party B’s office, the Taoyaka Program shall comply with Party B’s rules of employment, and for the graduate student’s to perform his duties, the Taoyaka Program shall instruct the graduate student to follow Party B’s instructions, direction, and advice. 

Article 7. Confidentiality Obligations

The Taoyaka Program shall instruct the graduate student not to divulge to a third party (including the Taoyaka Program) the work-related confidential information and personal information of the graduate Party B and of persons related to Party B that the graduate student learned through his internship, regardless whether during the internship or after the internship is over.
Article 8. Ownership of Research Results

1. Party B owns any intellectual property rights (including matters subject to an application for industrial property rights; and the rights for copyrights set forth in Articles 27 and 28 of the Copyright Act), which are subject to results obtained through the internship.
2. The Taoyaka Program shall notify Party B in advance, if the Taoyaka Program or the graduate student intends to announce to a person other than the Taoyaka Program or Party B the results obtained through the internship as its own results at an academic conference or other forum.  In addition, the method of announcement will be determined after discussions between the Taoyaka Program and Party B, unless the announcement falls under the below methods of announcement.
(1) Debriefing about the internship held by the Taoyaka Program; and
(2) Other debriefing held by the Taoyaka Program.
Article 9. Effective Term 
The effective term of this Memorandum is for one year from its execution date, provided, however, that, if neither party raises an objection, it can be extended for another one year.  The same applies thereafter.
Article 10. Other Provisions

The Program and Party B shall determine matters not set forth in this Memorandum and any doubt which may arise regarding this Memorandum, after discussions between the parties.
In witness whereof, this Memorandum is prepared in duplicate, and both the Taoyaka Program and Party B place their signatures or seals hereon, and each party retains one original copy.
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
